Here Endeth the Epistle.
The Gospel for the 2nd Sunday after Easter isadapted from the Book of John.

The first day of the week the disciples were assembled together behind locked doors. This was
because they feared what the Jews would do to them if they were al found together. Jesus appeared
to them and stood in the middle of them and said --- peace be unto you. When he had done this he
proceeded to breathe on them and said to them, receive the Holy Ghost. Of course this is the
consecration of the disciples to the rank of Bishop. With this authorisation they were told to give
teaching to al who deserved it, but not to cast their pearls before swine. This meant that they were
not to waste their teaching on those who were not ready to receive it. Jesus then gave them this
power to spread the truth of the universe, and to pass on the right of succession to those who
merited it. These people shall be like shepherds to the multitudes.
